Share Relevant Info: Mention anything outside school affecting your child, like family changes or interests.
Ask About Home Support: Get specific tips from the teacher on how to reinforce learning at home.
Take Notes: Jot down key points and follow-up actions to remember later.
Set Goals Together: Work with the teacher to set realistic academic and social goals.
Keep Communication Open: Show a willingness to stay connected and involved.
Follow Up: Check in on any action items or progress updates as needed.
  Encourage Your Child: Share positive feedback, celebrate accomplishments, and discuss areas for improvement.
